It is
not recommended that you send in “Easy Mac” or anything that takes longer than a
few seconds to heat. The September menu will be given to the students on Monday,
August 24™ and must be returned no later than Wednesday, August 26"

Any child may purchase a meal through the National School Lunch Program. Children from
families with incomes at or below 130 percent of the poverty level are eligible for free meals.
Those with incomes between 130 percent and 185 percent of the poverty level are eligible for

reduced-price meals, for which students can be charged no more than 40 cents. — taken from
National School Lunch Program State Agency

confidential and the outcome only is sent to the school. If you do not have the Internet, you are
welcome to use a school computer.
